Homeowner Dues Increase


As President of the Board of Directors I wanted to share with you the reasons for the 5% increase in the HOA dues for 2010.  Since the inception of the Chapel Grove homeowner run board we have only raised dues one time, and that was in January 2006.  As your President in 2006, and now again in 2009/2010, my goal has been to run a lean budget and ensure our association is postured for success to meet the demands of our community.  We are now a fully built out and developed community with 411 homes.  The association has experienced increased costs across our contracts to match the expanding size of the community footprint as a whole.  The Board of Directors has approved the 2010 budget with the 5% increase in annual dues to ensure we have the funds necessary to cover our largest contract expenditures of landscape, snow removal, pool management, administrative management contracts, as well as other community costs. 





I look forward to seeing you around the community and at the monthly board meetings.  I would like to wish each of you a healthy and prosperous 2009 and an even more rewarding 2010.

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What is Neighborhood Watch?


Neighborhood Watch is a well-known and well-respected crime prevention program.  The original crime prevention initiative, the National Neighborhood Watch Program, was developed by The National Sheriffs' Association (NSA) 1972 to assist citizens and law enforcement.  The program focuses on residential areas and involves local residents. In 2002, the NSA in partnership with � HYPERLINK "http://www.serve.gov/" \t "_blank" ��USA Freedom Corps�, � HYPERLINK "http://www.citizencorps.gov/" \t "_blank" ��Citizen Corps� and the � HYPERLINK "http://www.usdoj.gov/" \t "_blank" ��U.S. Department of Justice� launched, � HYPERLINK "http://www.usaonwatch.org/" ��USAonWatch®,� which revitalized the Neighborhood Watch initiative and represents the expanded role of watch programs throughout the United States.





What is our HOA’s Neighborhood Watch program status?


Chapel Grove HOA has worked with Corporal Miller of the Anne Arundel County Police Department Western District to kick off the development of this program.  Corporal Miller gave a presentation on the benefits of a “Neighborhood Watch” program and “Operation Identification” to the HOA Board and to the general community at the July 22 meeting.  Jo Mullendore has volunteered to act as Chapel Grove’s Neighborhood Watch coordinator during the development period.  





What do we need to do to move forward?


In order to develop a program that can be registered and fully participate in benefits offered by the national program and by AAPD, successful local programs typically do the following:


Identify and maintain a current list of participants and neighborhood residents, including names, addresses, home and work telephone numbers, and vehicle descriptions;


Identify volunteer Watch members, and block captains (typically 1 for 10-20 homes, so we need between 20-40 volunteers)


Arrange neighborhood crime prevention training programs;


Obtain and distribute crime prevention materials, such as stickers and signs; 


Facilitate participation in “Operation Identification,” a nationwide program in which personal property is marked indelibly with a unique identifying number to permit positive identification if valuables are lost or stolen.





What our HOA needs from us right now!


Download the Neighborhood Watch materials, including information about Operation Identification


Complete your own Operation Identification survey – this is information for you and only you.  But once we have a majority of residents who attest they have performed this step, we can work with AAPD to get the appropriate signage for our community.  This is a big step forward in a successful program. 


Volunteer your time – we need to identify Watch participants and block captains before any thing can move forward

 Covenants & Architectural Review FAQ’s


When do I need to submit an Architectural Change Application?


An Architectural Change Application needs to be submitted for review and approval before a homeowner may begin a project that will change the exterior appearance of his or her home. For example, patios, decks, fences, irrigations systems, walkways, hardscape, lighting, storm door, changing paint color, etc. are projects that would require an application. These are only a few examples. If you are unsure please contact Procom for help in determining if an application is needed. You may also refer to the HOA packet you received when you purchased your home. Forms can be found on the community website. 


Why do I need to submit an Architectural Change Application?


The purpose of submitting an application is to ensure that your project conforms to the Chapel Grove’s governing documents.


How long does it take to receive feedback from the committee?


The committee meets on a monthly basis to review requests. The governing documents allow 60 days for a decision to be rendered and a response given to the homeowner.


How do I know if my neighbor submitted an architectural change application?


Contact Kerrie Wilson at ProCom.


My neighbor made an architectural change, but I did not give my approval. What can be done?


According to the governing documents, neighboring home owners do not “approve” changes. By signing a change application, you are simply acknowledging that you are aware of the intended change. It is up to the covenants committee and BoD to approve or deny requests for architectural changes.


I built a deck last year and did not know that I needed to submit an Architectural Change Application. Do I still need to apply?


Yes. You must ensure that your change adheres to Chapel Grove’s governing documents and that a record of the project is on file for any community inspections that are performed.
