Dear Chapel Grove Homeowner/Resident,

On Tuesday, November 1, 2011 (rain date November 2, 2011) the Chapel Grove Parking Committee has contracted to have paint work done in the townhouse sections of the community. This work will entail the repainting of the yellow “No Parking” zones on Jostaberry Way, Mericrest Way, Arkblack Terrace and Killarney Terrace. In addition to the repainting of previously marked areas, additional curb areas will be marked as “No Parking” zones. These areas have been selected for painting based on feedback from the community and the work is designed to help alleviate congestion and ease access through all streets and to all residences.

On the scheduled day of the work, ALL vehicles parked along any curb must be removed to facilitate the work. Vehicles must be parked in owner’s driveways or designated reserved spaces. Additionally, on this day only, cars may be temporarily parked in available visitor spaces but any cars temporarily parked in visitor spaces must be removed no later than 8pm on this day. NOTE: the exception is the set of spots on Killarney Terrace directly in front of the tot-lot. These spots will be included in the painting project as they will now be designated as “Visitor Only” spaces. These spots must be vacant to allow work to proceed. 
IMPORTANT: ALL CARS NOT REMOVED FROM THE AFOREMENTIONED AREAS WILL BE TOWED AT THE OWNER’S EXPENSE. THERE WILL BE NO FURTHER REMINDERS OR WARNINGS. Further, it is each homeowner/resident’s responsibility to relay this information to any guests or service providers scheduled to be in the community that day. The Parking Committee and Board of Directors shall not be liable for any costs incurred by homeowners whose vehicles or guest’s vehicles are towed as a result of not being in compliance with this notification.

PLEASE NOTE: The repainted and newly painted areas will all be marked in traffic grade yellow paint only. These are considered No Parking areas and have been created/adjusted to eliminate blind turning spots and insure roads are fully accessible to emergency vehicles. Cars parked in these areas will be towed, without warning, at the owner’s expense.
